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Research on Poverty Alleviation Through Education in China over the Past 30 years:.

Process, Progress and Prospect

Abstract: The achievement of research on poverty alleviation through education is first seen
in 1992 with a history of 30 years. The whole research process can be divided into three stages:
slow start, steady development and deepening development. In the first stage, the achievement is
small which mainly focuses on concrete practical activities of poverty alleviation through
education, discusses its phenomena and problems, and puts forward the idea and suggestion. In
the second stage, the achievement has great increase which focuses on theoretical research of
poverty alleviation through education and the analysis of its problem and cause. In the third stage,
the achievement has increased significantly and its theoretical, systematic and scientific attributes
have been significantly strengthened. The contents of the research mainly include the following
aspects. First aspect is the connotation and value of poverty alleviation through education. It’s a
kind of poverty alleviation method aimed at poor population, so as to improve their scientific and
cultural quality, master the knowledge and skills to get rid of poverty and finally get rid of

poverty. Its value is the cultural value of improving the cultural quality of the poor, the economic
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value of promoting economic development and the social value of pursuing social equity and justice.
Second aspect is the subject and object of poverty alleviation through education. The subject
includes the government, other institutions and all sectors of society and it is necessary to
establish a multi-subject interaction mechanism for poverty alleviation through education. The
objects can be divided into those who have not been lifted out of poverty, those who are half lifted
out of poverty and those who have returned to poverty and different measures should be taken to
treat these objects. Third aspect is the content and method of poverty alleviation through
education. The content is mainly to optimize the structure of financial investment in education and
strengthen the construction of rural teacher teams. The method is embodied in the adherence to
people-centered poverty alleviation, precision poverty alleviation and multi-subject collaborative
poverty alleviation. Fourth aspect is the progress and problem of poverty alleviation through
education. The development stage includes inclusive poverty alleviation, special poverty alleviation
and targeted poverty alleviation. The problems are mainly reflected in the lack of precision in
hardware and the lack of intensity in software. Fifth aspect is the principle and strategy of poverty
alleviation through education. The principle includes the precision of poverty alleviation target, the
characteristic of poverty alleviation content and the diversification of poverty alleviation methods.
The strategy includes giving priority to poverty-stricken areas, focusing on vocational education,
expanding access to higher education in poverty-stricken areas, improving the financial aid system
for students from poor families, and improving the process of information education. In the
future, research on poverty alleviation through education needs to deepen basic theory and broaden
vision, pay attention to process research and grasp future trend, and strengthen system research
and explore basic law.
